the jury met at the headquarters of the Col-legi d’Arquitectes de Barcelona where it
made the following decisions:

1. In accordance with the conditions of Rosa Barba European Landscape Prize,

not to consider in its evaluation the projects:

- ARRANGEMENT OF THE SEAFRONT OF ALBUFERA, by A. Fdez. De

la Reguera, I. solans and J. Solé.

- RAMBLA DEL CELLER AND PARC DE LA RIERA, by Batlle i Roig,
due to the involvement of the authors of both projects in the organising
committee of the 2nd European Landscape Biennial.

2. Having examined all the material submitted by each of the 13 finalists, to
confer the 2" Rosa Barba European Landscape Prize to work:
Isabel Bennassar Félix (Spain) — Canyadé riverbed
3. Finally, and by unanimity, to confer a special mention to the project:
Axel Soemme (Norway) , Arkitekgruppen Cubus A.S.
The jury considers that the Canyad®é riverbed is a work that fights against the difficult
conditions of its surroundings. The project manages to recuperate the lost physical
relationship between adjoining urban areas and their surroundings by means the
intervention of natural and built elements.
While the project deploys usual means and strategies, it goes beyond the typical
construction of urban space and is founded on a rigorous attitude to materials and

detail. One senses the memory site, the moment of capture of the seasonal



watercourse , recently channelled. It is a though the energy of the watercourse, an
otherwise typically wasted or abandoned condition, was taken as the principal element
and the generator of urban form.

In regard to the project Kabelvaag Torg-Kabelvaag Market square, the jury considered
that in spite of modest and perhaps insufficient documentation, its singularly clear
conception and its highly poetic and sensitive response to the specific conditions of the
site deserved a special mention.

The two winning projects are outstanding designs that address nature in a way that
both contemporary and intellectually sophisticated. They facilitate the social use, at the
same time aiming to be pedagogical. The two projects radically different typologies,
due mainly to their different contexts, and their clear design approach to landscape led

the jury to make this decision.

The Botanical Garden of Bordeaux is considered to be an extremely demanding project
with complex objectives, which the author approached with courage and imagination,
and which improves the creation of public space in the city. Local ecosystems and
references from the fields of art and agriculture enhance the garden’s insertion into

public space.

Cardada, reconsideration of mountain surpasses the immediate expectations of
movement and use in an extremely beautiful and fragile natural environment by
revealing unexpected elements of its identity, processes and geological memory. The

project reveals nature in an unfolding sequence in a very personal approach.

Both the Scientific Committee and the International Jury considered the avalanche-
protection structure to be one of the most powerful examples of new typology
suggested by this year’s theme. Works that engage with natural forces on the basis of
precise techniques and technology produce a culturally richer. More sustainable

environment. The avalanche-protection structure is an outstanding example of this kind



of approach and presents significant opportunities to produce complex landscape

strategies.

The jury emphasised the quality of all the projects presented and its belief that they all

project a positive, dynamic image of landscape architecture.
